Request
The School of Social Work requests the Admission Requirements for Advanced Standing students within the

Master of Social Work (MSW) program no longer require completion of the Transition Course (SOW 6693) to
enter the MSW program.

Rationale

Shortly after the MSW program was implemented, the faculty recommended that BSW graduates admitted to
the Advanced Standing MSW program receive additional graduate-level coursework to help their success in the
MSW program. Subsequently, BSW competency requirements have increased prior to their graduation.
Therefore, the faculty voted to discontinue the required Transition Course (SOW 6693). This discontinuation
will not affect the current 30-credit graduation requirement for Advanced Standing students.
